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NOMENCLATURAL NOTE

Opinion 1245.—-The International Commission on Zoological Nomenclature ruled
under their plenary powers that (1) the type material of Linyphia tenebricola Wider,
1834, be set aside and that the neotype proposed by Locket, Millidge and van Helsdingen,
1978, be accepted; and (2) that the specific name tenebricola Wider, 1834, as published
in the binomen Linyphia tenebricola, and as interpreted by reference to the neotype
accepted under the plenary power in (1) above, be placed in the Official List of Specific
Names in Zoology with the Name Number 2849 (Bull. Zool. Nomencl., 40:39, 1983).

On 5 April 1983 the Commission gave six month notice of the possible use of its
plenary power in the following case: Z. N, (S.) 2223—Request for a ruling to correct
homonymy in names of the family-groups based on Myrmecia Fabricius, 1804 (Insecta,
Hymenoptera, Formicidae) and Myrmecium Latreille, 1824 (Arachnida, Araneae,
Clubionidae). The Commission welcomes comments and advice from interested zoologists
(Bull. Zool. Nomencl., 40:43, 1983).
